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Junior Players in Open Age Group Cricket – Consent Form
· Making the step up from junior to open age group cricket is an important event in any player’s cricket experience. The player’s safety, personal development needs and overall cricket experience must be considered. 

· Clubs, squad coaches and managers must take into account the requirements on age detailed in this guidance. 

· Each case must be determined on an individual basis, depending on the player’s ability, stage of cognitive and emotional maturity to take part in Open Age cricket, the minimum age guidance provided below MUST be followed.

· Juniors should be involved in all aspects of the game wherever possible i.e. socialising, team talks, practice, decision making and so on, so they feel part of the team.

· Children will often feel more comfortable and able to perform if they have a family member or friend also playing in the side.

· Remember, children’s early experiences will remain with them always and will often determine whether they want to remain playing the game or give up and do something else 

· Provide an opportunity for players to show their talents in an appropriate way. Children who are just used as fielders will not fully experience the game.

Players who are selected in a Herefordshire U12 squad in spring for a summer squad for that season are eligible to play open age cricket.  That is providing they are at least 11 years old, are in School Year 7 on 1st September in the year preceding the season, and have written parental consent to play.  This means boys and girls who are Herefordshire squad players, are able to play open age group cricket if they are in an U12 age group and are a minimum of 11 years old on 1st September of the year preceding the season. They must also get their own County coach to sign off their form.
Regional and club players who are not in Herefordshire squads must wait until they reach the U13 age group, be in Year 8 and be 12 years old on 1st September of the preceding year before being able to play in any open age group cricket.  As before written parental consent is required for these players.
Players who are in Year 9 and 13 years of age on 1st of September of the preceding year are eligible to play without written parental consent and this form need not be completed.
Players that require written consent must obtain such from Parent/Guardian, Accredited Coach (ECB L2) and the Club Welfare Officer prior to being authorised to play in open age/adult cricket.
